Usage Recommendations

* Never use the device without any filter. This can cause damage to the motor and shorten the life
of the device.

» Always clean all parts as shown in the Instructions for Use. Do not clean any part with water
and/or cleaning agents unless it is specifically indicated in the Instructions for Use.

* If you are cleaning your device's washable filters with water, make sure that it is completely dry
before putting it back into the device.

* Do not dry the filter in direct sunlight, on a radiator or in a tumble dryer. Replace the washable
filter when it is not completely cleaned or damaged.

Place the vacuum hose fitting in the vacuum cavity.

To remove, press the latches and pull out the vacuum hose
connector.

Thread the handle and telescopic pipe together and lock
them by pressing firmly.

Thread the sweeper hood and telescopic pipe together
and lock them by pressing firmly.

Press the telescopic pipe adjustment button and adjust the
telescopic pipe to the desired length.
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When you switch the device off, you can hang the floor
sweeping hood on the parking holder on the rear of the
device during short work breaks.

Hold the mains cable by its plug and pull it out. Connect the
power plug to the socket.

Turn on the device.

The vacuum power is adjusted by means of the vacuum
power adjuster:

* Vacuum power adjuster is open, vacuum power is low

* Vacuum power adjuster is closed, vacuum power is high

Adapting the vacuum power to the vacuum condition:

Low vacuum power: Curtains, textiles, pillow furniture,
cushions.

Medium vacuum power: Lightly soiled carpets/carpet floors,
high quality carpets.

High vacuum power: Hard floors, heavily soiled carpets and
carpet floors.

You must empty the dust container at the latest when the -MAX- mark is reached.

Important Warning! When the device is overheating, turn it off. Pull out the power plug. Make
sure that the floor sweeping hood, telescopic suction pipe or vacuum hose are not clogged.
Make sure the filter has to be replaced or not. After the fault has been eliminated, let the device

cool for at least 1 hour. The device is ready to work again.

Sweeping with Accessories
Usage of Accessories

Seat apparatus: For gentle cleaning of your seats and sensitive objects, for dust removal of your

cushions.

Apparatus for edge and corner: For corners, joints and heating radiators.
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Changing accessories

Insert the handle until it tightens on the accessory you want.

Note: Accessories can also be applied with the telescopic
tube attached.

Carpets and carpeting

: Select the button positions as follows.

Hard floors

Select the button positions as follows.

Parquet button

Depending on the hardware;

* For sweeping sensitive, slippery floors (parquet, marble,
tile, etc.).

Switching off
Turn off the device and pull out the plug.

Press the cable rewind button. The cable is automatically
pulled into the device.

Press the sweeper hood to hang it in the parking holder at the rear of the device. (Figure 4)
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Cleaning and Maintenance

CAUTION!

» Before all work on the device, switch the device off and unplug the vacuum cleaner!

* Use the device only if all filters and dust container are installed. Otherwise, motor damage
may occur.

* Damaged and worn filters must be replaced.

Emptying the dust container
Empty the dust container at the latest when the -MAX- mark
is reached.

Press the dust container latch and remove the dust container.

Keep the dust container over the dustbin. Depress the locking
lever.

When the dust container is empty, close the cover, make sure
that the cover is placed.

Push the dust container into the device and lock it.
Note: Make sure that the dust container fits well during
insertion.

Cleaning the cyclone separator
If they are very dirty, clean the cyclone separator.

Press the dust container lock and remove the dust container.
(Figure 14)

Turn the cover of the dust container anticlockwise until the
mark is on the unlock symbol.

Remove the dust container. (Figure 14)
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For fast cleaning
Clean the cyclone separator with a soft sponge and wipe it
with a damp cloth.

For deep cleaning

Clean the cyclone separator under running water and dry.
(Do not install before drying)

Note: The dust container can also be cleaned under running
water.

CAUTION!

* Do not immerse the cyclone separator in water.

* Do not wash the parts with cleaning agent (detergent,
etc.) or boiling water.

e Let the cyclone separator and dust bin dry completely
before you place them in the device.

Turn the cover of the dust container clockwise until the mark is on the lock symbol.

Push the dust container into the device and lock it. (Figure 16)
Clean the motor protection filter.

Clean the motor protection filter weekly or if visible soiling
occurs.

The motor protection filter is located in the cassette
(cartridge) filter above the dust container.

Remove the cassette filter and open the lower cover by
turning it counter clockwise. (Figure 19)

Remove the motor protection filter.
Remove the felt and sponge filter from the frame.
Wash the felt and sponge filter with warm water. (max. 40 °C)

Rinse the felt and sponge filter thoroughly and be sure to
dry it. (24 hours)

CAUTION!

*

* Never clean the felt and sponge filter in the washing machine and never dry them with a

hair dryer.

* Do not wash the parts with cleaning agent (detergent, etc.) or boiling water.
¢ Let the cyclone separator and dust bin dry completely before you place them in the device.
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When installing the motor protection filter, first place the white felt and then the black sponge into
the cassette filter.

Lock the cassette filter cover by turning it clockwise.

Place the cassette filter in the dust container. Lock the dust container cover clockwise. Push the
dust container into the device and lock it.

HEPA Filter

HEPA filter for clean blowing air.

Note:

* Clean the HEPA filter in case of visible contamination.
* Replacing the HEPA filter in case of damage

CAUTION! B
HEPA filter can be worn out due to improper cleaning.

In this case, it is recommended to replace it.

» Wash the HEPA filter with warm water.

* Never clean the filter in the washing machine and never
dry them with a hair dryer.

You can unlock the HEPA filter cover by pulling it to the left.
If the HEPA filter is damaged, replace it.
Drain/shake off the dirty HEPA filter carefully.

Install the HEPA filter.

Place the left tabs of the HEPA filter cover into place and lock
it by pushing it forward.

Cleaning the accessory

The handle and vacuum hose can be separated for cleaning
or in case of blockage. For this purpose, press the 2 unlocking
mechanisms and pull them out.

* To connect, simply hook the handle and the vacuum hose
together and lock.
